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Recognize When You Are Genuinely Under Attack

Often I am not really under attack.
I am over-exposed to impurity!
I haven’t renewed mymind!
I am unskilful in God’s Word!
I am unyielded to the Holy Spirit!
I am undisciplined!

Recognize Your Value Then...

1. BEWARE

To be cautious or on one's guard, to be wary;
to take care, in reference to a danger.
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For they shall eat, and not have enough: they
shall commit whoredom, and shall not in-
crease: because they have left off to take heed
to the LORD.                             (Hosea 4:10)

Take heed, brethren, lest there be in any of
you an evil heart of unbelief, in departing from
the living God.

But exhort one another daily, while it is called
To day; lest any of you be hardened through
the deceitfulness of sin.

For we are made partakers of Christ, if we
hold the beginning of our confidence stedfast
unto the end;                       (Hebrews 3:12-14)

Take heed unto thyself, and unto the
doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this
thou shalt both save thyself, and them that
hear thee.                          (1 Timothy 4:16)

And take heed to yourselves, lest at any time
your hearts be overcharged with surfeiting,
and drunkenness, and cares of this life, and
so that day come upon you unawares.

For as a snare shall it come on all them that
dwell on the face of the whole earth.

Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye
may be accounted worthy to escape all these
things that shall come to pass, and to stand
before the Son of man.                (Luke 21:34)

And what nation is there so great, that hath
statutes and judgments so righteous as all this
law, which I set before you this day?

Only take heed to thyself, and keep thy soul
diligently, lest thou forget the things which
thine eyes have seen, and lest they depart
from thy heart all the days of thy life: but
teach them thy sons, and thy sons' sons;
(Deuteronomy 4:8-9)

Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth
take heed lest he fall.      (1 Corinthians 10:12)

For if God spared not the natural branches,
take heed lest he also spare not thee.

Behold therefore the goodness and severity
of God: on them which fell, severity; but to-
ward thee, goodness, if thou continue in his
goodness: otherwise thou also shalt be cut
off.                                    (Romans 11:21- 22)

2. TAKE HEED

To take notice of, give attention to,

To mind; to regard, to be sure to do

The Value of Taking Heed
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Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I
am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find
rest unto your souls.

For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.
(Matthew 11:29:29-30)

Take heed that ye do not your alms before men,
to be seen of them: otherwise ye have no re-
ward of your Father which is in heaven.
(Matthew 6:1)

Then Jesus said unto them, Take heed and be-
ware of the leaven of the Pharisees and of the
Sadducees.                                  (Matthew 16:6)

And he said unto them, Take heed what ye hear:
with what measure ye mete, it shall be mea-
sured to you: and unto you that hear shall more
be given.                                              (Mark 4:24)

For nothing is secret, that shall not be made
manifest; neither any thing hid, that shall not be
known and come abroad.

Take heed therefore how ye hear: for whoso-
ever hath, to him shall be given; and whosoever
hath not, from him shall be taken even that which
he seemeth to have.                     (Luke 8:17-18)

The light of the body is the eye: therefore when
thine eye is single, thy whole body also is full of
light; but when thine eye is evil, thy body also is
full of darkness.

Take heed therefore that the light which is in
thee be not darkness.

If thy whole body therefore be full of light, hav-
ing no part dark, the whole shall be full of light,
as when the bright shining of a candle doth give
thee light.                                    (Luke 11:34-36)

According to the grace of God which is given
unto me, as a wise masterbuilder, I have laid
the foundation, and another buildeth thereon.
But let every man take heed how he buildeth
thereupon.

For other foundation can no man lay than that
is laid, which is Jesus Christ.
 (1 Corinthians 3:10-11)
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But if ye bite and devour one another, take
heed that ye be not consumed one of another.

This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye
shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.
(Galations 5:15-16)

And did not he make one? Yet had he the
residue of the spirit. And wherefore one? That
he might seek a godly seed. Therefore take
heed to your spirit, and let none deal treach-
erously against the wife of his youth.

For the LORD, the God of Israel, saith that
he hateth putting away: for one covereth vio-
lence with his garment, saith the LORD of
hosts: therefore take heed to your spirit, that
ye deal not treacherously.   (Malachi 2:15-16)

Take heed to yourselves: If thy brother tres-
pass against thee, rebuke him; and if he re-
pent, forgive him.

And if he trespass against thee seven times
in a day, and seven times in a day turn again
to thee, saying, I repent; thou shalt forgive
him.

And the apostles said unto the Lord, Increase
our faith.                                    (Luke 17:3-5)

Thus saith the LORD; Take heed to your-
selves, and bear no burden on the sabbath
day, nor bring it in by the gates of Jerusalem;

Neither carry forth a burden out of your houses
on the sabbath day, neither do ye any work,
but hallow ye the sabbath day, as I com-
manded your fathers.     (Jeremiah 17:21-22)
