The Development of Reprobation

Rejection of God’s standards always leads to delusions of what
truth is! Defilement is a condition of the conscience. Reproba-
tion is the resultant condition of the mind.

While they promise them liberty, they themselves
are the servants of corruption: for of whom a
man is overcome, of the same is he brought in
bondage.
